Expectations 

 

Familiarize yourself with online learning practices and expectations of both your teacher and 
yourself.  
 
Determine how often your teacher expects you to be accessing the course and 
communicating with them.   
 
This should be an area and time where 
you can minimalize distractions and have the resources required to be successful.
