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New Math and Reading Supports for 2023-24
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province is investing $109 million in 2023-24 so that students from Senior Kindergarten to

Grade 2 can be screened in early reading. Students who are struggling will be supported by
intervention strategies, including up to 900 literacy educators, who will work with those children

with the aim of boosting performance.

Additionally, our government has provided $825,000 to Dyslexia Canada and the International
Dyslexia Association to develop evidence-based systematic and explicit instruction resources
and professional learning supports that are now ready for launch.

Ontario is investing $71 million to launch a new strategy to boost math competence in the
classroom. This includes the doubling of math coaches, specialized math educators, along with
the introduction of Math Action Teams who will be deployed directly into schools that are behind
