The constitution shall have
by-laws that address the areas of membership, quorum, governance, conflict
resolution, election of officers, roles of officers and members, filling of vacancigs,
financial accountability, decisiomaking, purpose, scope of activities,
communications, and proceedings in cases of conflict of interest.
