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Safety is of paramount importance to the Board when dealing with students who either walk
and/or are transported to school. As a result, the Board encourages and supports the utilization
of school safety patrols, school bus safety patrols and adult crossing guards (recognizing that the
allocation and management of crossing guards falls under the authority of local municipalities),
and “Walking School Bus” programs. “Walking School Bus” programs are programs facilitated
and supported by some health units and run by the school community where volunteer parents
walk children to and from school.
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
