The Board recognizes that schooyanization refers to suchpests as the schedule of daily
sessions, class organization, timetatdad class/staffing assignments.

The Board acknowledges that school organizatiplzaining also consats the school year
calendar and employee agreements.

1. School organization shall reflect the Baatoklief in the principles of:

1.1  the critical need for communicationtte school community regarding all aspects
of school organization;

1.2  the importance of the mpilation and maintenance e§sential information
relative to student enrolment and staffing; and

1.3 the importance of the role and respolliigs of the principal, in consultation
with school staff, the school commupitand the superintelent, to develop
and/or modify school organizational plans.
