4. Permanent Resident Students
Students, living with their family in Ontarizyho havebeen granted permanent resident
statusby Immigration, Refugees and Citizenship Canatiall beadmitted to school
without payment of fees.

5. Student Tuition Fees
The Regulations under the Education Aaodvide for a calculation of tuition fees
designed to cover the cost of education on a per pupil basis. In accordance with the Act,
the Board will charge tuition fees to cover education costs foresident students.
It is the policy of the Board thaidministration establish the student tuition fees and
prepare a report annually for presentation to Administrative Council for the upcoming

school year.

Requests to waive fees should be submitted in writing to the appropriate superintendent
of student alsievement for consideration and determination by Administrative Council.

6. Legal Guardianship

Section 1 of the Education Adefines a guardian as a person who has lawful custody of
a child, other than the parent of a child.

It is the policy of the Baal that legal guardianship must be provided at time of
registration by any person who is the rgarent of a student of compulsory school age.
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
